XILAMUREN

Xilamuren grassland, which means 'yellow
water' in Mongolian, is also known as Taihe
after Puhui Temple, a Lama temple built in 1769
in the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911). The best time
to visit the grassland is in summer and autumn.
At this time of year, the pleasant climate, the
blue sky and white clouds, the rolling grass, the
wandering flocks and herds, the passionate
herdsmen and their Mongolian food will
undoubtedly leave you with a deep impression.
Activities: Tourists can participate in horse and
camel riding; enjoy Mongolian singing and
dancing performances, wrestling competitions,
and the campfire parties.

Yurt Stay: Mongolian yurts or tents are made of
compressed sheep's wool with no windows.
Visitors take trips in the beautiful sparsely
settled grasslands in these charming yet smelly
yurts. Live like Mongolian's nomadic ancestors
and be closer to nature than you can image --
you basically sleep on the ground. (Reliance
groups are specially arranged for twin-

sharing yurt. Normal groups are on multi-
sharing basis.)

HOHHOT

e Dazhao Temple was found in the 16th century. It
has a rare silver Buddha and many musical
instruments.

e Zhaojun's Tomb is located 9 km south of the Big
Black River on the south bank of the alluvial
plain. It has a rare silver Buddha and many
musical instruments. There is a man made in the
mound Ben Zhu, in the vast plain, seemed
extraordinarily towering majestic.

Five Pagoda Temple also called Jingangzuo
Dagoba, used to be one building of the Cideng
Temple. Built of stone and bricks, the temple is
16 meters high and is composed of three parts:
the base, the seat and the top (five pagodas). In
the lower seat there are exquisite inscriptions of
Diamond Sutra written in Mongolian, Tibetan and
Sanskrit. The upper part of the base is a niche for
a statue of Buddha and four Devarajas.

BAOTOU

e Wudang Zhao Monastery rests on a hill slope.
Built during the reign of Emperor Kangxi in the
Qing dynasty, the monastery is the only intact
Tibetan Buddhist monastery in Inner Mongolia
now it belongs to the Yellow Sect (Gelugpa).

e Resonant Sand Gorge has a dune rising up to
90 meters high with a slope of about 45°C. When
people climb to its summit and slide down, they
will hear a rumbling sound just like that of a car or
a train.

e The Kubugi desert is one of China's eight
largest deserts. Its rainfall reaches no more than
around 250mm. Strong wind and spreading sand
along with sparse vegetation make it an incurable
cancer of the earth.

Erdos

e Genghis Khan Mausoleum, the main hall 26
meters high, the plane octagon, the gate
approaches Nankai, the vermilion gate white wall,
on double-eaved roof, blue color glazed tile,
auspicious cloud design vigorous elegant.Center
the main hall the Genghis Khan picture or statue
of somebody sitting height five meters, go against
