KUNMING  
Kunming, the capital of Yunnan Province, 
enjoys great fame among tourists not only 
because the region features a 
consistently warm climate, but also thanks 
to its wonderful vistas and landscapes. 
 
• Western Hill and Dragon Gate  

Located by the Dian Lake, known as 
"Sleeping Beauty," it is a natural forest 
park in Kunming with a series of 
winding steps, tunnels, and statue-filled 
grottoes leading to the top, along the 
way, you can stop now and then enjoy 
the beauty of the scenery: blue skies, 
green water with slow sailing fishing 
boats and so on. 

 
• Nancheng Mosque - located in  

Zhengyi Road.  Islam was introduced to 
Yunnan in 1253 when Kublai, the fifth 
emperor of the Yuan Dynasty, pacified 
Dali. Later, Kubai sent Sayyid All Omer 
Shams al-Din to Yunnan to be the 
Prime Minister (now called governor) to 
take charge of the state affairs (1274-
1279). Sayyid All Omer Shans al-Din, 
during his reign, established 12 
mosques in Kunming, one of which are 
the Nancheng Mosque (Kunming South 
Mosque).

• Nancheng Mosque - The oldest 

mosque in Kunming.  
 
JIUXIANG  
• Is famous for its limestone caves. The 

Jiuxiang Karsts Cave group grew in 
the dolomite of the shallow sea 
sediment and gray silicon strip in the 
Dengying group of the Sinian period, 
about six hundred million years ago. It 
is, therefore, a very stable karst cave 
system superimposed by fault, 
corrosion and etc. 

 
STONE FOREST 
• Due to a process of weathering and 

erosion, nature has created an art 
gallery of stone sculpture here. This 
typical karst physiognomy takes the 
form of a forest of stone pillars and 
boulders.
