SWEDEN

Stockholm

City tour of Sweden’s captivating capital
starts with strolling around Gamla Stan,
which is part the old town. Enjoy exploring
the Coronation Cathedral, where
coronations, royal weddings and
christening of Kings are held. Move into
Stadshuset, Stockholm’s City Hall where
the Nobel Prize Banquet is held. Other
attractions include Fjallgatan where you
can view intersecting canals and Wasa Ship
Museum (without entrance)

Flam Railway ( Flamsbana)

As you board the train on the Flam Railway
from Mydral down to the village of Flam,

It welcomes you to witness one of the

most beautiful and unforgettable railway
lines in the world. Each year,this exciting
stretch of 20km long railway attracts
people from all corners of the world. The
journey offers a panoramic view of wild
natural landscape comprising of beautiful
mountains,nice green pastures, series of
rivers and waterfalls and not forgetting
tunnels that spiral in and out of the
mountains. It is truly a journey not to be
miss.

Viking Museum - Oslo

Fjord Cruise

Embark on a breathtaking fjord scenic
cruise from Flam to Gudvangen on one of
Norway’s most mighty fjord. This may very
well be the highlight of the whole journey.

NORWAY

Bergen

Built on seven hills with fjords on one side
and Mount Floyen on the other, Bergen's
origins date back to the 11th century and it
is indeed a picturesque place. Guided tour
includes visits to the bustling Fish Market
and Haakon’s Hall. Walk through the
narrow lanes of ancient Bryggen and revisit
its past. Optional activities include taking a
ride on the funicular up to 1,000 ft at
Mount Floyen.

Eidfjord

Orientation tour of Eidfjord, the innermost
village in Hardanger, surrounded by natural
beauty. Photostop at the famous waterfall.
Voringsfossen ,with a free fall of 182m.

Oslo

Guided tour of Norway’s capital takes you
to Frogner Park, which contains 227
monumental Vigeland sculptures and
viewing of the Royal Palace. The highlight
is the entrance into the Viking Museum
which displays 3 Viking burial vessels that
were excavated on the shores. The
presence of these vessels conjures the
images of legend and lore of the Viking era.

DENMARK

Copenhagen

Guided tour of Denmark’s capital starts
with Christiansborg, which has been the
centre of political power in Denmark for the
past 800 years. It includes the Danish
Parliament, Supreme Court, PM office and
Royal Reception Rooms. Next in line is the
Amalienborg Palace, home of the Danish
royal family since 1794. On top of this,
there is the New Harbour and the tour of
Copenhagen is not complete without seeing
the Little Mermaid’s bronze statue,
inspired by Andersen ‘s famous fairy tale.
