CROATIA

Plitvice National Park - A UNESCO World
Heritage site

The beauty of the National Park lies in its 16
lakes, inter-connected by a series of
waterfalls, and set in deep woodland
populated by deer, bears, wolves, boars and
rare bird species. There are footbridges,
electric boat and shuttle bus to enable
visitor to see the Park in all its glory.

SLOVENIA

Postojna Caves

The mysterious Postojna Caves is Europe’s
most extensive and renowned caves with 20-
kilometre labyrinth of subterranean passages,
filled with fantastical stalagmites, stalactites
and other rock formations. Your visit will
include taking a ride on a special cave train
to marvel at this glorious work of nature.

Bled - Impossibly Romantic Alpine Resort
With a little white church on an island in
the center of an emerald green glacial lake
is the symbol of Bled. Enjoy a pleasant trip
in a gondola-type boat called a Pletna to the
island and spend some time at this peaceful
sanctuary. Entrance to Bled Castle & St
Maria Church is included.

CROATIA

Dubrovnik — The Pearl of the Adriatic
Beautifully situated on a promontory jutting
into the Adriatic Sea, Dubrovnik is Croatia’s
best-preserved medieval city listed as
UNESCO World Heritage site. The Old Town
surrounded by the city’s old wall is in itself
an architecture wonder. Tour include The
Bell Tower Clock, Orlando’s Column and
Sponza Palace and entrance to the Rector’s
Palace and the Top of the City Walls for a
breathtaking views.

Split

You can find a truly captivating resort on the
Dalmatian Coast here. Explore the labyrinth
of 4th century Diocletian’s Palace and its
cellars (entrance included). This is a well
preserved fortress and a living part of the Old
Town. Other sights include the Golden &
Silver Gates, Jupiter’'s Temple and the
Cathedral.

BOSNIA HERZIGOVINA

Mostar

It is wonderful to take a walk in this quaint
historical town. A must-see location is the
Stari Most Bridge built by the Ottoman
Empire, which was once destroyed during the
Bosnian war but now reconstructed.

Sarajevo

The capital of Bosnia-Herzegovina is
considered the most Turkish-looking city in
the Balkans. It is renown for its mosques,
markets and bazaars.

CROATIA - Zagreb

Guided tour of this Croatia capital focuses on
St Mark’'s Square , the most picturesque
square in Zagreb. Other interesting sights
include St Mark’s Church with the Coat of
Arms tiled roof, the Austro-Hungarian styled
Jelacic Square, 13th century Lotrscak Tower
and the adjacent Stone Gate

ITALY - Venice

Tour starts with a waterbus cruise, followed
by a walking tour of the island’s most famous
landmarks such as St Mark’s Square, the
Byzantine Basilica, Bridge of Sigh and Doges
Palace. Watch the fascinating art of Venetian
glass blowing and perhaps enjoy an optional
romantic Gondola ride.
