Painting Class of Matryoshka
Dolls -also known as a Russian
nested doll or a babushka doll, is
a set of dolls of decreasing sizes
placed one inside the other.

Yuri Gagarin Cosmonaut Training
Centre (Star City)- is responsible
for training cosmonauts for space
missions, and is the home of the
largest of three cosmonauts' units
in Russia.

Moscow Metro. The Underground
Palace of Moscow and the most
beautiful underground system in
the world. Each station is lavishly
decorated with marble.

Sergiev Posad. The monastery
houses the Russian Patriarch’s
temporary residence. Famous
with its spectacular fortress
monastery - The Trinity Monastery
of St Sergius.Entrance to the
Zagorsk Monastery.

St. Issac Cathedral. This is the
world’s third largest domed
cathedral after those in Rome and
in London. The cathedral contains
a unique collection of Russian
monumental painting of the first
half of the 19th century.

The Hermitage Museum. One of
the oldest & largest museums in
the world. There are more than 3
million items from prehistoric to
modern times.

Petrodvorets. The “Versailles of
Russia” was built by Peter and
The Great. Now it used to be the
house to display of furniture,
porcelain and other works of art.
