SAPPORO

Old Prefecture Office, build in year 1888, this
distinctive neo-baroque building now houses
the Archives of Hokkaido.

Lake Toya - a principal feature of the
Shikotsu-Toya National Park, is an almost
circular caldera lake. This lake is surrounded
by hot springs, and is a popular resort area
throughout the year.

Mt Showa Shinzan - Six months after a
series of earthquakes first rocked the area in
December 1943, a 'new' mountain appeared
- just like that! The mountain is of great
academic value and has been

designated as a special natural monument -
although it still actually emits steam
