KOBE

MERIKEN PARK ~ a nice waterfront

park in Kobe's port area, was devastated
by the 1995 earthquake, but now become
a popular spot for locals and tourists. It
includes a short, damaged waterfront
section which has been preserved as a
reminder of the earthquake's tremendous,
destructive power.

KOBE CHINATOWN ~ also known as
Nankinmachi, is a rather small chinatown,
but offers a nice atmosphere and some
good food. Nankinmachi developed as the
residential area of Chinese merchants,
who settled in Kobe after the city's port had
been opened to foreign trade in 1868.

KYOTO

Kiyomizu Temple, founded in 798 AD, the
temple is dedicated to Juichi-men, and the
11 headed Kannon (Goddess of Mercy).
The Main Hall is the major attraction due to
its broad wooden veranda which juts out
over a wooded canyon. Kiyomizu Temple is
one of the best temple to enjoy the autumn
color of Japanese maples (momiji).

ARASAHIYAMA PARK ~ is a pleasant,
touristy district at the outskirts of Kyoto.
Togetsukyo(Togetsu  Bridge) is very
famous for its cherry blossoms and autumn
leaves, enhances the elegance of
Arashiyama. In those seasons, many
tourists come here to enjoy it.
