KANAZAWA (ISHIKAWA)
Kenrokuen Garden ~ extensive Japanese
Garden - one of Japan Best Three Garden.
A rare of experience in any season.

KYOTO
Kiyomizu Temple ~ one of Japan's best-
known temples founded in 798 AD. The
temple is dedicated to Juichi-men, and the
11 headed Kannon (Goddess of Mercy).
Kiyomizu commands an exalted spot on a
steep hill with a sweeping view over Kyoto.

FUKUI

See one of the most famous scenic costal
sights in the Fukui prefecture ~ Tojinbo
Cliffs. Eroded by the raging waves on the
coast, the rugged and pr eciptous cliff
stretches for over one kilometer.

TAKAYAMA (GIFU)

e World Heritage Shirakawa-go Gashu
House ~ 110 folk houses with roofs
thatched in the gassho, or "praying
hands" style, stand in this quiet mountain
vilage  community. The  massive
construction is required withstand the
large amounts of snow during winter.

e Stop at Takayama's beautiful
preserved old town houses dating from
the Edo Period. It has many old homes,
shops, coffee houses and sake breweries,
some of which have been in business for
centuries.

e Mino Japanese paper ~has a proud
tradition of more than 1300 years and is
made using a characteristic nagashisuki
method that allows the beautiful paper to
be thin yet durable like cloth.

GUJO (GIFY)

e Gujo Hachiman Hakurankan City
Museum ~ Demonstrations of Gujo's
festival dances are held several times a
day. The rest of the museum is
noteworthy as well, with English
explanations on all of the displays about
the town's water system, history and
crafts.

e Plastic food ~ the ubiquitous plastic
food sample seen outside virtually every
restaurant in Japan was invented in Gujo
Hachiman. You can also try your hand at
making your very own lettuce leaf or
shrimp tempura sample!There is also a
shop where you can buy many different
samples to take home with you. A truly
unique gift for friends and family back
home.

NAGAHAMA

The city of Nagahama, has been a castle
town since 16th century. Tthere is a
famous cherry blossom viewing spot Ho-
koen Park, constructed in the ruins of the
Nagahama Castle. The castle tower was
rebuilt in 1983 and is open to public as
Nagahama Castle Historical Museum.
Another newly developed tourist attraction
~ Kurokabe Square is a comprehensive
cultural industry zone in which a bank
building, referred to as Kurokabe due to
its distinctive black-plaster walls, stands
preserved. It is presently home to glass
work studios and shops..
