FUKUI

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e Eihei-Ji: Established in 1244 by Zen
Master Dogen, a testament to the ability of
the Japanese to fuse architecture and

nature in a seemless and timeless structure.

Garden - one of Japan Best Three Garden.
A rare of experience in any season.

TATEYAMA KUROBE

Tateyama Kurobe Alpine Route is a popular
tourist route that extends 90 KM from east to
west connecting the major scenic spots of the
Tateyama Mountain and Kurobe Gorge.
Tourists can tour along the route by several
different means of transport. In order to
preserve the scenic beauty , a Cable Car was
built to run underground, a Ropeway connect
a 500m height difference, and the Highland
Coach, Trolley Bus run through the tunnel
for the environmental protection.
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NOTO (ISHIKAWA)

TAKAYAMA (GIFU)

e Hida Minzoku Folk Village is an open-air
museum of close to 30 old farmhouses
illustrating the traditional architectural styles
of the mountainous regions of Japan.

e Gashu House, the farm houses are built in
an architecture style called gasshozukuri, as
the houses' steep roofs resemble two hands
folded for a prayer. The massive
construction is required for the houses to
withstand the large amounts of snow falling
during winter.

e Takayama Jinya, served as the local
government office, headed by the officials
dispatched from Edo Period.

e Takayama Old Town, has been beautifully
preserved, with many buildings and whole

streets of houses dating from the Edo Period.

NAGOYA

e Nagoya Castle, built by leyasu Tokugawa in
1612 for the Owari Tokugawa Family, It
symbolizes Nagoya's pride and power.

e Toyota Commemorative Museum of
Industry and Technology, 13 companies of
the Toyota Group established this museum.
It exhibits the history of textile machinery
and automobiles industries.

SHOPPING SPREE

e Shokusai Ichiba Market, not a Fisher
Wharf but is a touristy two-story building
offers souvenir shopping and seafood
restaurants.

e Sakae Shopping District (Nagoya): This
district is a collection of large department
stores which typically have 7-10 floors of
goods for sale.
