HISTORICAL

Suwon Hwaseong Fortress [UNESCO
World Heritage] : It is a well-preserved
structure of the Joseon Dynasty built of
stones and oven-baked bricks over a period
of two years (1794-1796) during the reign of
King Jeongjo.

Seoul Deoksu-gong : one of the five royal
palaces of Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910). At
Daehanmun, there is a reenactment of the
Royal Guard Changing Ceremony of Joseon
Dynasty.

JEJU ISLAND

Jeju is a volcanic island formed by activity
from the 3rd Cenozoic period to the 4th
period, 2 million years ago. It's assumed that
Jeju of today was formed by the repeated
change of state, being a part of continent and
an island brought by volcanic activities, sea
level changes from glaciation and crustal
activity.
