¢ CATACOMBS OF KOMASH-SHOUGAFA:
The Catacombs (meaning underground
tunnels) lie in the district of Karmouz to the
east of Alexandria. The area was called
Kom El-Shougafa or a pile of shards.

¢ MONTAZAH PALACE: Used to be the
summer home of the Egyptian royal family.

e FORT QAITBEY: Located on the original
site of the lighthouse of pharos that was one
of the original 7 wonders.

LUXOR — Modern Luxor grew on the ruins of
Thebes, once the capital of ancients Egypt's
New Kingdom (1550-1069BC).

VALLEY OF THE KINGS: Where the
opened tomb of King Tutankhamen lies.
HATSHEPSUT TEMPLE: It was built for the
great queen Hatshepsut (18" century) to
commemorate her achievements.

COLOSSI OF MEMNON: Amenhotep |l
(18th Dynasty) built a mortuary temple in
Thebes that was guarded by two gigantic
statues on the outer gates.

EDFU — Stands beside the Nile almost exactly
half-way between Luxor and Aswan.

TEMPLE OF HORUS: This temple is
dedicated to the Falcon Horus.

ASWAN - Situated down river from the First
Nile Cataract, it is the southernmost city.

TEMPLE OF KOM OMBO: The temple
known as Komombo is actually two temple
consisting of a Temple to Sobek and
Temple of Haroeris.

HIGH DAM: The world famous High Dam
was an engineering miracle when it was
built in the 1960s.

TEMPLE OF PHILAE: The Island of Philae
was an important place of pilgrimage for
worshippers until long into the Christian era.
